Article 1: This program is established to encourage the improvement of Chinese language
proficiency among current international students (excluding students from Hong Kong and
Macau, together with and Overseas Chinese Students) at Chung Yuan Christian University
(CYCU).

Article 2: International students at CYCU, during their enrollment period (the semester starts
either on August 1 or on February 1 of the academic year.), who meet the reward level by
participating in the Chinese language proficiency tests listed below and obtaining the
certification documents (the test score is valid within two years of the date when the score
becomes available) are eligible to apply. However, each reward level can only be applied for
once, with a maximum of one level per semester. Mandarin must not be an official language
recognized by the country for which the applicant is coming from.

Article 7: This program shall be announced and implemented after approval by the
Administration Meeting of the Office of International and Cross-Strait Education, The same
procedure is applicable to any amendment thereto.
